#6. Novice Championships: After receiving positive feedback from both
professionals and Novice exhibitors, AQHA is pleased to announce the approval
of two Novice championship shows to be held in 2012 for youth and amateurs.
The Western Novice Championship Show will be September 21-23 at the South
